	INTRODUCTION

	Through observation, lecture, discussion, and written impressions of the Columbus Memory Timeline website http://www.columbusmemory.org/timeline/ of the Columbus Metropolitan Library students will become familiar with the early Mapping/Neighborhood Planning of Columbus, Ohio. The students will make practical application of Mapping/Neighborhood Planning of their own community or imagined cities, including the directions of North, South, East & West.
(The art project in this lesson plan is easily used by K thru 12.)

	ASSESSMENT

	SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT: 

1. Students will have a studio experience where they layout and design a city, including buildings, streets and natural features on butcher paper with markers. 

2. Through discussion and written compositions the students will describe their view of important city features and directions of N, S, E, & W.

3. Students will analyze and describe different visual aspects of their own or imagined city.
4. Students create a written reflection (poetry or prose) on the city.

PROCEDURES

	1.  Roll of the teacher or teaching artist: Share information with students from the Columbus Memory timeline and other sources on the Lucas Sullivant and the planning of Columbus, Ohio. Facilitate an exercise in designing a neighborhood on paper with markers.
2.  Time needed:  1 hour
3.  Space needed:  A standard classroom, broad spaces between rows of desks and chairs.
4.  Equipment, resources and materials needed: Long panels of butcher paper, approx. 36 inches wide & 10 feet long, and markers.
5.Step by step:  (include evidence of integration)

The teacher or teaching artist will guide the students through a Quick Write experience regarding their knowledge of city planning.
The teacher or TA will then share information and images (photos & maps) of early Franklinton and Columbus, Ohio.
The students will share their impressions of the photos and environments they viewed.

The students will be divided into at least 4 groups (this will allow for at least 4 streets made of butcher paper, two running east and west and two running north and south to form a square. Each group will plan a street for the city, including natural features and buildings desired on their street and the naming and directions of their street. Individually the students will have a hands-on experience drawing the different buildings and features along the street on the butcher paper with name of each of the buildings in large print. 
After the streets have been finished the students will view and discuss the other streets in the city design, noting what was different/similar in their designs and what might need to be added to their city. 

The final touches and changes are then made to their city plan.
Studio Steps:

1. Students will review a brief history of Lucas Sullivant and Franklinton 1797, followed by a brief overview of the platting out of Columbus in 1812. Also make a list of natural features, buildings and highways in planning for a city.

2. In small groups the students well gather around the butcher paper streets laid out on the classroom floor, and agree on the directions of the city, N, S, E & W.
3. With makers the students will edit and transpose their ideas for designing the city into drawings on the butcher paper, clearly labeling the buildings as to purpose.
4. In small groups the students will describe and analyze different visual aspects of their work and other groups.
5. The students will briefly write (in poetry or prose) about an aspect of their street or the city.
6. The students will view each others work and compositions. 

7. Students will reflect on the finished design of the city and compositions.
