	INTRODUCTION

	Through observation, lecture, discussion, and written impressions of the Columbus Memory Timeline website http://www.columbusmemory.org/timeline/ of the Columbus Metropolitan Library students will become familiar with Columbus Ohio History of Transportation of People and Goods from 1827 to 1929. The students will read lyrics and listen to songs inspired by different means of transportation, including the Erie Canal, National Roads, Electric Street Cars, Railroad and Flight.

	ASSESSMENT

	SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT: 

1. Students will have a classroom experience where they read the lyrics and listen to songs, either by CD or Video about different forms of transportation.  

2. Through discussion and written compositions, of prose or poetry, the students will describe their memories regarding a trip they have taken and the means of transportation.

3. Students will analyze the lyrics, listen to the songs on CD or in Videos related to transportation and describe different musical aspects of songs that appealed to them. 
4. Students create a written reflection (poetry or prose) on a single means of transportation.


	PRE-ASSESSMENT

Participants will use Quick writes to integrate writing with previous knowledge about Transportation in Ohio from 1827 to 1929, including the name of a song about each mode of transportation from any time in history.

PROCEDURES

	1.  Roll of the teacher or teaching artist: Share information with students from the Columbus Memory timeline and other sources about Transportation in Ohio from 1827 to 1929.
2.  Time needed:  2 hours

3.  Space needed:  Any classroom.
4.  Equipment, resources and materials needed: Desk/Chairs, CD player, TV/DVD player, paper & pens. Lyrics to the songs; “15 Miles on the Erie Canal”, “Route 66”, “The Trolley Song”, “Take the A Train”, and “My Beautiful Balloon”. CD’s of each song and videos if available.
5.Step by step:  (include evidence of integration)

The teacher or teaching artist will guide the students through a Quick Write experience regarding their knowledge of transportation in Ohio from 1827 to 1929.
The teacher or TA will then share information, visual and written, about Transportation in Ohio as related to the Columbus Memory Timeline.
As a group students will share their impressions of the images and text shared by the teacher. 
As a group the students will listen to a song, either on CD, Video or both, inspired by different modes of Transportation.
Studio Steps:

1. Each student will be given the lyrics to songs related to 5 different means of Transportation.
2.  As a group the students will read the lyrics aloud. Then listen to each song on CD and viewed by DVD, when available (as in the case of the “Trolley Song” from the film “Meet Me in St. Louis”.
3. Students will write a brief story or poem about a trip they have taken and the mode of transportation used for the trip.
4. As a group the students will describe and analyze the different songs they listened to inspired by a means of transportation.
5. The students may share their story or poem with the group. They may include the name of a song they think of, hum or sing when traveling.
