	Through observation, lecture, discussion, and written impressions of the Columbus Memory Timeline website http://www.columbusmemory.org/timeline/ of the Columbus Metropolitan Library students will become familiar with historic local watercolor artist Alice Schille. The students will make practical application of watercolor techniques.
(The art project in this lesson plan is easily used by K thru 12.)

	ASSESSMENT

	SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT: 

1. Students will use a Quick write to integrate writing with previous knowledge about Alice Schille, her time, her art and basics of watercolor painting. 

2. Students will have a studio experience where they will experiment and explore a variety of art materials, techniques and tools in the process of creating individual water colors. 
3. Through discussion the students will express their views on how the relationship of colors and shapes create moods.

4. Students will select a watercolor from works by Alice Schille. Using the pair/share format, they will share how personal experiences affected their choice. 
5. After viewing each others paintings each student will then share their thoughts and impression of the watercolors painted by the other students.

PROCEDURES

	1.  Roll of the teacher or teaching artist: Provide the students with an overview of the life and works of Columbus artist Alice Schille including discussion of basic water color techniques.
2.  Time needed:  2 hours

3.  Space needed:  An art room or room with tables for working in water color paint.
4.  Equipment, resources and materials needed: Tables & coverings, clay, water color paper & pencils, watercolor paints.
5.Step by step:  (include evidence of integration)

The teacher or teaching artist will guide the students through a Quick Write experience regarding their knowledge of Alice Schille and painting in water color.
The teacher or TA will then share stories of Alice Schille and pictures of her artwork.
As a group the students will share their impressions of the artwork and life of Alice Schille.
Individually students will have a hands-on experience painting in water-color. They will view the finished paintings of the groups and discuss.
Studio Steps:

1. Teachers of TAs will guide the students through a Quick Write about Alice Schille and water color painting, adding terms to the quick write throughout the lesson.
2. Teachers will discuss Alice Schille’s life in Columbus and world travels including sharing a wide variety of Alice’s water color paintings.

3.  Students will share their thoughts and impressions of Alice’s work and life.
4. Students participate in a hands-on activity working on a water color painting, experimenting with a variety of techniques (dry/dry, wet/dry, & wet/wet) and brushes in the process. After some practice each student will paint a picture inspired by a work of Alice Schille or a personal experience.
5. The students will view each others water color paintings.
6. Students will reflect on the finished pieces and share comments.
